· A summary of the literature to orientate the reader

· A brief description of how the need for the innovation was identified

· A brief description of the innovation including a description of the following areas:

· The introduction and planning of the innovation

· The implementation of the innovation

· How the innovation was/ is being evaluated

· Any problems identified

· A summary of improvements in patient care

· What are the future plans and developments?

· Ensure the references are complete and presented according to the standard format identified in the Guide to Authors
