The Bhagwati Award

The February 2000 issue of the Journal announced the creation of the Bhagwati Award.  A prize of $1,000 is given every two years for the best article published in the Journal of International Economics during the previous two years (with a one year lag for publication).  The award is in honor of Jagdish Bhagwati for his many contributions to the field of international economics.


The sixth paper to win the Bhagwati Award is “The External Wealth of Nations: Mark II: Revised and Extended Estimates of Foreign Assets and Liabilities, 1970-2004” by Philip R. Lane and Gian Maria Milesi-Ferretti, which appeared in the JIE in November 2007.
